We know that from the start of the upper classes’ resistance to the popular movement demanding the return of elected president Manuel Zelaya to government, you were able to analyse and gauge what was happening in a clear and courageous way, taking a stand regarding the events which caused you to be misunderstood even by some members of our own Dominican Family.
We praise and thank God for your position. It brought light, strength and solidarity to the social movements of Honduras as well as a warning to the powerful. When they made the coup the elites believed there would be no reaction from the people, but thanks to the work and witness of men and women like yourselves popular strength did not remain dormant and popular participation resisted the fury of the domination by the elite.

Although now world opinion has declared the case closed, we know that there are still several challenges to be overcome since this is not merely a case of social convention, but of implementing a project for the nation.
This is why we want to express our solidarity to you and pray to God that the world will see your good works and will commit itself ever more to the God of Justice and Peace.
